Position your Tempo submersible filter in the deepest part of your pond, as far away from your waterfall
as possible. We recommend using the Eco-Series universal waterfall diffuser or the Eco-Series waterfall

spillways to help you create a beautiful, leak proof waterfall.
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The Tempo filter is a heavy duty submersible filter that is great for water gardens up to 600 gallons total
capacity. The filter provides mechanical and biological filtration.

CLEANING TEMPO FILTER

1. Thoroughly rinse the top pad once a week or as needed depending on pond conditions.
2. Unroll and clean the inner pad monthly. Size of pond, fish load and other factors will determine ex-

actly how often you will need to clean the filter.
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
